The top of the basket is completed by folding the spokes
over each other and into the basket. Size is approximately 6” wide and 7”
tall. Kit includes all materials and great instructions. Students will learn
how to lay out staves and twine around them to create their base,
continuous weave for the sides and a unique folded rim.

The majority of the basket is
start/stop, over/under weave, capped by a
lashed rim. The students will weave their own
cattails and select their placement, creating their
own unique scene.
